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Motivatia cercetarii

Cercetarea de fatd a plecat de la constatarea
pierderii crescande a relevantei spiritualitatii crestine in
viata publica, dar si a disipdrii interesului fata de orice
continut doctrinar de provenientd iudeo-crestind, cu toate
cd prezenta valorilor crestine etice si morale este
identificabild pe platforma sociald. Ceea ce acapareaza
atentia unui cautitor de Dumnezeu onest, dar in acelasi
timp il si bulverseaza, este pleiada de concepte noi ale
spiritualitatii aparute pe piata culturald metamoderna, ale
caror spirit inovator circumscrie un etos religios pluralist,
care a renuntat la Adevarul final si in centrul céruia se
gaseste urmdrirea implinirii ultime a Sinelui.

Nevoia de o analizdi meticuloasd a acestor
concepte noi ale spiritualitatii, dintr-o perspectiva iudeo-
crestina, devine imperioasa atunci cand spiritualitatea este
definitd de pe platforme pluri-religioase, umaniste, laice
si/sau stiintifice, datoritd sintezei, simbiozei si
sincretismului conotativ atasat fenomenului. Unul din
aceste concepte, care defineste spiritualitatea din punct de

vedere psihologic/stiintific si care urmareste satisfactia



cautarilor Sinelui fragmentat si dezraddcinat existential,
este Inteligenta spirituala.

Avand 1n vedere faptul cd trdirea crestind este
incorporata 1n viata sociala publica, cercetarea de fata
evalueaza contextul social secularizat, post-crestin si
subtilitatile spirituale, deseori Invesmantate stiintific, care
1 se servesc crestinului in mediile publice in care isi
desfisoari activitatea. In acest sens, conceptul inteligentei
spirituale este considerat a fi un prototip reprezentativ
pentru variantele posibile de 1Inseldciune spirituala,
deghizata atractiv pentru un consumator bine intentionat,
dar neinformat. Farda a discredita contributia
incontestabild a realizarilor stiintifice, studiul de fata
sugereaza ca evaluarea aprofundata a oricarui produs nou
aparut pe piatd, care se pretinde a fi de sorginte
,»Spirituald”, poate preveni alunecarea neinspiratd si
paguboasa a unui crestin in sincretism.

Mai mult, datoritd suprapunerii aparente dintre
comportamentul etic, sustinut de catre inteligenta
spirituald, si comportamentul etic promovat de eviavia
crestind, studiul de fatd urmareste elucidarea

asemandrilor si deosebirilor dintre o trdire virtuoasa,



energizatd psihologic si reprezentatd de sinele firesc
psychikos, si o viatd virtuoasd manifestatd in baza
presupozitiilor iudeo-crestine, reprezentatd de sinele

duhovnicesc pneumatikos.

Considerente metodologice

Lucrarea de fatd este un studiu comparativ intre
conceptul inteligentei spirituale si evlavia duhovniceasca
crestind. Studiul abordeaza descriptiv si examineaza
inductiv-comparativ ~ diferite teorii ale inteligentei
spirituale si ale evlaviei duhovnicesti, din perspectiva
crestina.

Cercetarea de fatd este si un studiu trans-
disciplinar al spiritualitatii crestine, disciplinele majore
implicate fiind teologia biblica, sistematica si istorica, cu
incursiuni conceptuale in psihologie. Ca particularizare,
lucrarea trateaza subiectul spiritualitatii din perspectiva
antropologiei crestine. Incursiunea retrospectiva 1in
(re)descoperirea identitatii spiritualitatii iudeo-crestine isi
extrage date de studiu din traditiile crestine majore,
interactionand cu concepte de baza ale acestora si cu unii

din reprezentantii proeminenti ai traditiilor respective.
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Prin urmare, cercetarea de fatd se doreste a fi un
indicator care traseazd o directie biblica si teologica de
abordare a fenomenelor spirituale, indicator ancorat in
Scripturile si traditia iudeo-crestind, platforma de la care
orice perspectivd teologicd, doctrinard si spirituala ar
trebui sa plece si la care sd revind, Intrucat aspira la
Adevir si autenticitate. In acest context, lucrarea isi mai
propune sd recupereze aspectul pneumatologic privind
definirea spiritualitatii si interpretarea omului spiritual
duhovnicesc, pneumatikos, aspect al spiritualitatii crestine
considerat vital, central si nenegociabil.

Contributia originald a acestei lucrari constd in
conceptualizarea teoreticd a contrastului dintre sinele
firesc, sau omul psychikos si sinele duhovnicesc, sau omul
pneumatikos, pornind de la conceptul inteligentei
spirituale.

Pentru a atinge obiectivul privind comparatia
dintre cele doua concepte, cel al inteligentei spirituale si
cel al evlaviei duhovnicesti crestine, respectiv pentru a
clarifica contrastul dintre sinele firesc, psychikos, si sinele
duhovnicesc, pneumatikos, lucrarea de fatd este

structuratd in jurul a cinci domenii majore, i.e.,
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spiritualitate, cunoastere (epistemologie), ipostaze de
fiintate a sinelui (ontologie), evlavie (eusebeia) si virtute
(etica) si:

1. analizeaza fenomenul spiritualitatii
contemporane (ca fenomen religios, in general, dar si ca
fenomen umanist-psihologic si stiintific, in particular) prin
prisma spiritualitdtii crestine, definind etimologia si
semantica termenilor, dar si caracteristicile fiecarui
fenomen 1n parte, cu intentia conturdrii factorilor
identitari unici ai spiritualitdtii crestine; in acest sens,
conceptul inteligentei spirituale este reprezentantul
spiritualitdtii umaniste psihologice si stiintifice;
spiritualitatea ca fenomen religios de provenientd
pluralista este analizata in contextul impactului ei asupra
societdtilor vestice, iar apoi studiul se focalizeazd pe
spiritualitatea crestind, ale cdrei elementele identitar-
doctrinare sunt extrase din incursiunea istorica in traditiile
crestine majore;

2. studiaza posibilitatea cunoasterii
transcendentului in baza aparatului psiho-senzorial
neregenerat versus cunoasterea divinitdtii in baza

aparatului psiho-senzorial regenerat, i.e., a simturilor
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spirituale; Tn acest context, este prezentata contributia mai
multor  perspective  doctrinar-teoretice = a  unor
reprezentanti de seama din diferite traditii crestine si laice;
in aceastd sectiune spiritualitatea este abordatd ca
fenomen antropologic;

3. dezbate dinamica dintre cele trei, respectiv
patru ipostaze/modalitdti posibile de fiintare a
persoanei/sinelui uman, i.e., existenta duhovniceasca
pneumatikos, existenta naturald/sufleteasca psychikos si
existenta fireascd/carnald sau sarkikos, pe langa cele trei
modalitati de fiintare a persoanei umane, lucrarea de fata
sugereaza si ipostaza omului civilizat sau moral, respectiv
homo moralis/civilis; dezbaterea include evaluarea
ipostazelor din perspectiva teologiei biblice pauline;

4. urmareste originile si dezvoltarea conceptului
eusebeia si descrie semnificatia acestuia in contextul
iudeo-crestin;

5. analizeazd conceptul despre virtuti si
provenienta acestuia, evaluand totodata si justificarea
clasificarii virtutilor in virtuti laice si virtuti crestine;

6. ofera clarificarea protocolului de operare

(sursa/cauza, scopul, rezultatele/efectele,
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modul/mijloacele de operare) al inteligentei spirituale, in
contrast cu protocolul de operare al evlaviei duhovnicesti

crestine.

Structura pe capitole

Capitolul 1 analizeaza originile inteligentei
spirituale si clarificd motivele pentru care acest concept
este asociat atat cu spiritualitatea cat si cu o functie
cognitiva psihologica, ceea ce il plaseazd in domeniul
stiintific umanist. Intersectandu-se cu valorile moral-etice
ale crestinismului, inteligenta spirituald promoveazd o
viatd virtuoasd si abordeazd subiecte de naturad
existentiald, precum dezvoltarea sinelui, urmarirea
sensului si semnificatiei existentiale, descoperirea
valorilor, principiilor si adevérurilor finale conform
carora viata poate fi trditd cu scop, etc. Ca atare,
inteligenta spirituald este perceputd ca fiind o platforma
stiintificd neutra care promoveazd valorile universale
extrase din diverse filozofii antice si contemporane, dar si
din diverse traditii religioase mondiale, inclusiv din
crestinism. A fi inteligent spiritual devine, astfel, o

optiune spirituala dezirabild pentru orice cautator al
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supranaturalului, fard a mai fi necesar ca acesta si
imbratiseze neapdrat si in exclusivitate perspectiva iudeo-
crestind asupra lumii si vietii. Aceste caracteristici ale
inteligentei spirituale evidentiazd necesitatea evaludrii
temeinice a conceptului inainte ca acesta sa fie integrat in
contextele crestine. Capitolul mai analizeaza relatia dintre
religie, spiritualitate si stiintd si enumerd cele mai
cunoscute teorii ale inteligentei spirituale, evidentiind
domeniile de aplicare ale conceptului, dar si bazele
neurologice care stau la baza experientelor spirituale.
Capitolul 2 plaseazd inteligenta spirituala in
contextul  societdtii  contemporane  metamoderne,
secularizate si spiritual sincretiste. Pentru a aprofunda
cauza folosirii unui termen de origine iudeo-crestina dupa
ce a fost golit de continutul religios, i.e. al spiritualitatii,
intr-un demers stiintific, aceastd sectiune face o
incursiune retrospectiva prin modernism, post-modernism
si post-postmodernism (metamodernism). Sectiunea
argumenteazd ca modificarea climatului social religios,
valoric si stiintific al societatilor vestice a afectat inclusiv
doctrinele, valorile si practicile crestine, facilitind

conturarea unei culturi post-crestine si redefinind
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fundamental fenomenul spiritualitatii. Diversificarea
spectrului conotativ atribuit spiritualititii a rezultat cu
diminuarea atasamentului fatd de crestinism si cu trezirea
interesului sporit fatd de noile simboluri religioase aparute
pe piatd, precum diverse spiritualitati orientale, laice,
stiintifice, gnostice, transcendentale, etc. In centrul noilor
oferte, vestimentate spiritual, a fost Sinele uman in
cautarea fericirii, fericire modelata stiintific si cu ajutorul
tehnologiilor moderne, urmaritd fiind in baza principiilor
subiective, preferentiale si utilitariste.

Capitolul 3 este dedicat revendicarii identitatii
spiritualitdtii crestine, care pe parcursul istoriei si-a
pierdut vitalitatea si autenticitatea unei vieti cristocentrice
vibrante. Aceasta sectiune a lucrarii evidentiaza faptul ca
pentru a contracara inclinatia perpetud a Bisericii inspre
un formalism static (institutionalizare, centralizare a
puterii si intelectualizare a spiritualitdtii in detrimentul
experientei comunitare autentice, pasionate), numeroase
initiative si miscdri extra-ecleziastice, aparute de-a lungul
istoriei Bisericii, au incercat sa reformeze Biserica si sa-i
pastreze focalizarea pe ceea ce comunitatea crestind a

reprezentat la originile ei — o spiritualitate intrupata,
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relational-transformatoare si practica, accesibild maselor
largi.

Recuperarea elementelor esentiale, responsabile
pentru conturarea identitatii spiritualitdtii crestine,
dovedeste ca acesta nu a fost si nici nu poate fi un
fenomen static si plictisitor. In plus, intelegerea plenari a
spiritualitatii crestine demonstreaza faptul cd aspectele
unice si fundamentale ale identitdtii crestine — elemente
cristocentrice, pneumatologice si comunitare — care 1ii
oferd vitalitate, au putut fi demise de catre umanism
deoarece acestea fusesera deja ignorate de catre
crestinismul institutionalizat. Cu alte cuvinte, recuperarea
vitalitdtii spiritualitatii crestine constd in reiterarea a ceea
ce acest fenomen a reprezentat la originile sale — o
experientd perceptiva a divinitatii de care fiinta umana se
poate bucura, datoritd abilitatii sale inndscute de a-L
experimenta pe Dumnezeu si de a relationa cu El; o
experientad participativa a omului la realitatea divina, care
presupune a fi in Hristos si a fi modelat dupa Hristos,
experientd initiatd si sustinutd de Duhul lui Hristos, al
carui rol in procesul (re)credrii, al transformarii si al

conformadrii cu Sine a copilului de Dumnezeu, este vital;
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o experienta de dezvoltare si maturizare spirituala care
necesita participarea la sacramente, discipline si practici
crestine, precum contemplarea Cuvantului lui Dumnezeu,
rugdciunea, cumpdtarea, s.a. (viata  virtuoasd
contemplativa), dar si o angajare holisticd intentionata
(cognitiva, afectiva, volitivd si comportamentald) prin
care omul se intdlneste cu Dumnezeu, este transformat si
traieste in conformitate cu noua sa identitate (viata
virtuoasa de abnegatie). Procesul de sfintire nu se
datoreaza insa unui exercitiu de antrenament sec si de
simpld imitare a unui set de virtuti, ci presupune
racordarea agentului uman la viata regeneratoare a
Duhului lui Hristos, Cel ce mediazd si impdartaseste
copilului de Dumnezeu toate beneficiile mantuirii —
iertarea, justificarea, adoptia, sfintirea, vindecarea,
rodirea, carismele. Asadar, prezenta lui Hristos in
comunitatea crestina prin Duhul, Cel ce inspird Cuvantul,
il ilumineaza pe credincios si ofera cdlduzire Intregii
comunitdti prin daruri si minuni supranaturale,
sprijinindu-i maturizarea si imputernicind pentru misiune.

Aceste fiind spuse, este evident cad a vorbi despre

spiritualitate in contextul crestin, presupune, in

exclusivitate, un fenomen cristocentric comunitar vibrant,
activ si continuu de asumare a identitatii de copil de
Dumnezeu, prin lucrarea sfintitoare a Duhului Sfint. In
consecinta, cercetarea afirma ca orice spiritualitate in care
Hristos nu este central, nu poate sd fie compatibila cu
spiritualitatea crestina.

Capitolul 4 adreseazd contrastul dintre o trdire
virtuoasd care este consecinta relationdrii omului cu
Dumnezeu, si o trdire virtuoasad energizata psihologic,
promovatd de conceptul inteligentei spirituale.
Incursiunea este realizata de pe platforma epistemologiei
si antropologiei crestine, dar si a teologiei biblice pauline.
Pentru a clarifica modul in care omul relationeazd cu
divinitatea, respectiv care sunt elementele antropologice
implicate Tn cunoasterea si experimentarea Dumnezeului
iudeo-crestin versus o experientd transcendenta de orice
altd natura, prima parte a capitolului 4 analizeaza
mijloacele de perceptie ale cunoscatorului uman. In acest
sens, este analizatd cunoasterea divinitatii in baza
aparatului psiho-senzorial neregenerat versus aparatul
psiho-senzorial regenerat, denumit si ,,simturi spirituale”.

Sunt apoi discutate asemandrile si deosebirile dintre cele
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doud modalitati de experimentare a divinitdtii si este
conceptualizat prototipului ideal al omului, /mago Dei, a
carui menire ontologica este de a fi in relatie cu
Dumnezeu. Perspectivele conceptuale selectate pentru
discutie apartin catorva reprezentanti de seama din
perioada patristica, medievald, moderna si post-moderna.
Unii dintre ei provin din mediile laico-stiintifice,
majoritatea provenind, 1Insd, din traditiile crestine
Catolica, Ortodoxa, Protestanta si Evanghelica.
Suprapunerea aparentd dintre o trdire virtuoasa
laicd/umanista, promovata de inteligenta spirituald, si o
viatd virtuoasd manifestata Intr-un cadru iudeo-crestin,
este clarificatd si prin explorarea catorva ipostaze de
fiintare a sinelui, respectiv a dinamicii dintre omul
natural/sufletesc, psychikos, omul firesc/carnal, sarkikos
si omul duhovnicesc pneumatikos, care rezultd cu doud
modalitati contrastante de existentd, i.e., pacatoasa si
duhovniceascd. Contrastul se datoreaza, In primul rand,
acceptarii sau respingerii evenimentului Hristos si a
activitatii Duhului Sfant din experienta individuala,
respectiv a ignordrii i neasumarii identitatii pneumatice

pe care fiecare credincios a primit-o odata cu nasterea din
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nou. Pentru identificarea specificitatii fiecdrui modus
vivendi sunt analizate texte relevante din scrierile pauline.
Tot in aceasta sectiune este sugerata si o subcategorie a
omului psychikos, denumit homo moralis/civilis (omul
virtuos/civilizat), al carui profil identitar este suprapus pe
profilul omului inteligent spiritual.

Partea finala a capitolului 4 este focalizata pe
evlavia duhovniceasca, conceptul central care circumscrie
o viatd virtuoasa crestind. Acesta elucideaza specificitatea
fiecareia dintre cele doud alternative de modus vivendi,
i.e., viata virtuoasd naturald/fireascd si viata virtuoasa
duhovniceasca crestind, evaluand si protocolul de operare
al virtutilor crestine versus virtutile laice. Obiectivul
major al acestei sectiuni este sa aprofundeze comparatia
dintre viata virtuoasa laica a omului psychikos, conectata
cu conceptul inteligentei spirituale, si viata virtuoasa
crestina a omului prneumatikos, oglinditd in conceptul
evlaviei duhovnicesti, de aceastd datd din perspectiva

virtutilor propriu-zise.
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Concluzii

Concluziile la care studiul a ajuns sunt prezentate
in capitolul 5. Examinand spiritualitatea umanista si
spiritualitatea iudeo-crestind, studiul a constatat ca cele
doud fenomene sunt contrare una celeilalte si ca orice
incercare de a le integra produce fie diluarea fie dizolvarea
sistemului doctrinar si valoric de credinte si practici
iudeo-crestine. Divergenta se datoreazd faptului ca
spiritualitatea umanistd nu ia in considerare aspectele
cristologic-soteriologice si pneumatologice si, in special,
lucrarea de regenerare si Imputernicire a Duhului Sfant,
specifice unei trdiri virtuoase Coram Deo. Mai mult, a
imbratisa inteligenta spirituald (ca reprezentant al
spiritualitatii umaniste) in spatiul iudeo-crestin fara o
examinare prealabila a originii, esentei si impactului
conceptului, presupune a-L dizolva pe Hristos in
sistemele religioase sau non-religioase, umaniste
(pretendente la definirea presupozitiilor, doctrinelor,
valorilor si credintelor existentiale), facilitand, astfel, un
sincretism religios care, sub pretextul sprijinirii coeziunii
sociale, desfiinteazd unicitatea identitdtii crestine pe

altarul convietuirii cu aproapele.
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In cel mai bun caz, atunci cind inteligenta
spirituald si evlavia crestind se intersecteazd in privinta
cunoasterii rational-motivationale a transcendentului,
cunoastere care poate sd conduca sinele inspre atingerea
unei trairi virtuoase (in special in acceptiunea lui Thomas
Aquinas), schimbarea comportamentald 1iti géaseste
explicatia in procesele de natura psihologica. Cu alte
cuvinte, perfectionarea sinelui si obtinerea unui stil de
viatd etico-moral, i.e., dezvoltarea omului virtuos
psychikos, respectiv moralis/civilis, poate fi realizata prin
aderarea intelectual-volitivd la un anume set de valori,
respectiv prin experimentarea psihologicd a divinititii. In
acest caz, 1insd, viata virtuoasd rezultatd exclude
reinnoirea ontologicd a fiintei umane de catre Duhul
Sfant, Cel care da nastere omului pneumatikos si
actualizeazad 1n crestin identitatea sa cereascad, astfel ca
experienta rational-motivationalda de cunoastere are
origini umane si nu divine.

Studiind mijloacele psiho-senzoriale si spirituale
de perceptie a transcendentului de catre cunoscatorul
uman, acest studiu a constatat ca fiinta umana este dotata

Cu O capacitate nativa de a percepe, procesa Si
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experimenta fenomene spirituale, respectiv de a distinge
lumea transcendenta, astfel ca inzestrarea sa spirituala
este o dimensiune care il defineste profund si inalienabil,
ea fiind universald. Inzestrarea spirituald innascuti, care
il caracterizeaza atat pe omul inteligent spiritual cat si pe
adeptul credintei iudeo-crestine, este recunoscutd
deopotriva de catre ganditorii laici si religiosi, crestini si
ne-crestini, ea fiind denumita intuitie pre-cognitiva (Otto),
congtientd pre-conceptualda (Rahner), capacitate mintala
pre-cognitivd de constientizare apriori a existentei
divinitati (Staniloae), sdimanta a divinitatii (Calvin), etc.
Cu toate acestea, natura experientelor spirituale,
promovate de catre inteligenta spirituala, difera de
fenomenele spirituale iudeo-crestine, datoritd continutului
care informeaza cele doua categorii de experiente. Cu alte
cuvinte, continutul care anima si informeaza o experienta
spirituald poate sa aiba diverse origini, i.e., sd apartind
oricarei din religiile mondiale, sa fie de sorginte
stiintifica, sa aiba caracter pur psihologic sau chiar
psihopatologic, sau poate sa isi extraga sursa din ocult.
Astfel, pentru ca o experienta spirituala sd fie catalogata

ca fiind crestina, continutul care o informeaza trebuie sa
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reprezinte revelatia divina conforma cu doctrinele,
valorile, credintele si practicile iudeo-crestine, prin
prisma carora este evaluatd autenticitatea si validitatea
acestei experiente. Totodatd, pentru a-L percepe pe
Dumnezeul Scripturii, este de dorit ca aparatul psiho-
senzorial al cautdtorului uman, aparat alimentat cu un
continut de origine iudeo-crestina, sa fie si sandtos din
punct de vedere psihologic. Deoarece inteligenta
spirituald se bazeaza pe un etos religios pluralist si
imbratiseazd conectarea cu diverse entitati spirituale,
excluzand revelatia Dumnezeului iudeo-crestin ca
singura sursd finald de cunoastere, acest concept nu poate
fi considerat intrinsec un concept crestin.

Spre deosebire de cunoasterea umanista
promovata de inteligenta spirituald, cunoasterea divinitatii
iudeo-crestine este o experientd care transcende
cunoasterea pur fiziologica si psihologica. Pentru a-L
percepe si experimenta pe Dumnezeu, facultatile naturale
psiho-senzoriale ale cunoscatorului uman necesita
intruziunea revelatoare a Duhului lui Hristos in realitatea
lor ontologica, pentru a fi regenerate si animate. Lucrarea

de fatd mai specifica si faptul cad doar intr-un context
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relational divino-uman de origine iudeo-crestina, fiinta
umand creatd dupa chipul si asemanarea lui Dumnezeu
(Imago Dei) 1l poate experimenta pe Creator si isi poate
atinge potentialul maxim. Deoarece perspectiva asupra
lumii si vietii imbratisata de promotorii inteligentei
spirituale elimind necesitatea Dumnezeului unic, personal
si moral, in a carui imagine omul este creat, fiinta umana
neregenerata nu isi poate extrage sensul, semnificatia si
valoarea ontologica de la Sursa.

In contextul scrierilor pauline, existenta terestrd a
fiintei umane insumeaza o dinamicd complexa dintre
psyche (psihic), pneuma (spirit), sarx (fire) si soma
(carne), care identificA doud aspecte antropologice
generale, specifice omului — aspectul trupesc (muritor) si
aspectul sufletesc (nemuritor). in cadrul celui de-a doilea
aspect, cel sufletesc, activitatea psihica, spirituala si cea a
firii se intrepatrund. In teologia paulin, fiinta umana este
perceputa a fi un tot unitar, un intreg ale carei dimensiuni
psychikos, sarkikos si pneumatikos se intrepatrund intr-o
maniera holistd si reprezintd aspecte diferite ale aceleiasi

entitati.
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Dimensiunea psychikos reprezintd aspectul
natural, sufletesc sau psihologic al sinelui uman care, desi
este purtator al /mago Dei, nu are Duhul lui Dumnezeu si
nu este regenerat, astfel cd nu poate intelege lucrurile
spirituale specifice lumii iudeo-crestine. Homo psychikos
traieste conform intelepciunii sale neregenerate, urmand
indemnurile firii pdmantesti si producand roada ei, viata
sa virtuoasd fiind de natura psihologica. Omul inteligent
spiritual este un om neregenerat, psychikos.

Homo pneumatikos este reprezentantul sinelui
regenerat si cdlduzit de Duhul lui Hristos, care traieste o
viata virtuoasa si produce roada Duhului. In terminologia
paulind, a vorbi despre homo psychikos si homo
pneumatikos presupune a face referire la doud
stari/ipostaze ale aceluiasi sine interior, i.e., neregenerat si
supus carnalitdtii/indemnurilor firii pamantesti sau
regenerat si cdlauzit de Duhul lui Dumnezeu. Viata
virtuoasd a omului pneumatikos nu poate fi detasata de
evenimentul Hristos si nici de umblarea in baza calduzirii
Duhului, a carui roadd in cel credincios dovedeste ca
acesta si-a asumat noua sa identitate pneumatica si traieste

in conformitate cu ea.
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Homo sarkikos este reprezentantul trairii potrivite
cu firea carnald compromisd de pacat, care se opune
Dumnezeului iudeo-crestin. Pe langa trdirea in placerile
firesti, un stil de viatd kata sarka presupune incredere in
faptele bune ale sinelui si ghidarea dupa intelepciunea
neregenerata a sistemelor laice de gandire, care
promoveaza urmarirea intereselor egocentrice ale sinelui.

Homo civilis/moralis este omul neregenerat,
psychikos, care nu are Duhul lui Dumnezeu si care este
absorbit de spiritualitatea umanist-sincretista, perceputa
ca si mijloc de Tmplinire, dezvoltare si perfectionare a
Sinelui. Construindu-si paradigma existentiald prin
extractie  preferentiald a  standardelor identitar-
comportamentale din tezaurul cultural, istoric si religios
al umanitdtii, omul inteligent spiritual este omul
civilizatiei contemporane. Homo moralis/civilis se poate
conecta cu transcendentul si poate trdi o viatd virtuoasa,
dar fara Hristos, sau cu un Hristos alaturi de alti invatatori
spirituali, indiferent de ce provenientd ar fi acestia.
Valorile unui astfel de om sunt sincretiste, si cu toate ca
pot contribui la perfectionarea eticd si morald a sinelui,

acestea nu permit intelegerea si imbratisarea paradoxului
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crucii lui Hristos. De aceea, omul inteligent spiritual sau
homo moralis/civilis, care este implicit si psychikos, este
antagonist omului pneumatikos.

Mai mult, datoritd stérii pacatoase iremediabile in
afara lucrarii harului regenerator, omul inteligent spiritual
sau omul moralis/civilis, care opereazd in sarx, nu se
poate elibera de pacat si nici nu poate alege sa faca voia
Dumnezeului iudeo-crestin, prin fortele proprii. In timp ce
si o umblare fireasca, energizata psihologic, poate genera
un comportament virtuos, fara lucrarea regeneratoare a
Duhului si fard pocdinta continud, ea nu este mantuitoare
si va duce in cele din urma la moarte spirituald. Prin
urmare, omul inteligent spiritual sau omul moralis/civilis
nu poate atinge bunastarea ontologica la care aspira.

Conceptul evlaviei duhovnicesti, eusebeia, 1si are
originile Intr-o culturd politeistd greco-romana, fiind
consideratd atat o atitudine cat si virtute care a oferit un
statut privilegiat in societate. In literaturd ebraica,
eusebeia a fost consideratd mai intdi o dispozitie fata de
Yahweh, iar mai apoi virtute in baza pazirii cerintelor
Legii. In Noul Testament, eusebeia este, insi, expresia

devotamentului fatd de Hristos si a unei vieti transformate

prin puterea Duhului Sfant. Conceptul astfel dezvoltat de
Pavel, diferit de intelegerea greco-romand a eusebeieli,
devine un instrument eficient in vederea sporirii
credibilitatii crestinismului, a deconspirdrii invatatorilor
falsi si al creiondrii identitatii crestine 1n viata publicd. Cu
toate ca preluarea conceptului greco-roman, eusebeia, in
mediul iudeo-crestin reveleaza posibilitatea imbratisarii
constructelor laice de catre ganditorii crestini in vederea
folosirii lor strategice, aceastd optiune devine viabild
numai dupd ce conceptele respective au fost evaluate si
redefinite, prin alinierea lor la doctrinele, valorile,
credintele si practicile iudeo-crestine.

Desi din perspectivd operativa, virtutile laice si
virtutile crestine sunt reprezentate prin aceeasi actiune
comportamentald vizibild (de ex. curajul, cumpdtarea,
dreptatea, prudenta, etc.), cele doua seturi de virtuti difera
in privinta cauzei, scopului, a modalitatilor de formare si
a principiilor de functionare. Astfel, in timp ce cauza
primordiald a formdrii unui caracter virtuos crestin este
iubirea de Dumnezeu si iubirea de oameni, ca expresie a
harului divin oferit in Hristos, un caracter virtuos laic

graviteaza n jurul iubirii de sine si al mandriei (virtute
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idolatrd), fiind deseori si expresia ajustarii exterioare la
anumite norme, sau chiar a ipocriziei (virtute
contrafacutd). Existd totusi si posibilitatea manifestarii
virtutii laice autentice, care urmarind un bine care
transcende sinele, este recuperabild, deoarece ramane
deschisa la posibilitatea orientarii finale Inspre
Dumnezeu. Aceasta virtute este, insa, imperfecta, ea fiind
produsul resurselor umane autonome (a ratiunii si
faptelor) si nu a lucrarii regeneratoare a Duhului Sfant.

In timp ce omul secular inteligent spiritual —
psychikos si moralis/civilis poate manifesta cele trei
genuri de virtuti laice — imperfectd, idolatrda si
contrafacuta, el nu poate trai virtutea crestind adevarata,
aceasta fiind o caracteristica unica a omului pneumatikos.
Singurul mod de dobandire al virtutii crestine de catre un
agent laic virtuos, este prin pocainta.

Chiar si intr-un context crestin, existd
posibilitatea manifestarii unui comportament virtuos care
sa fie rezultatul practicdrii perseverente a unui set de
valori informate de doctrinele crestine, fara a fi efectul
unei relatii autentice cu Dumnezeu; atunci cand dragostea

de Dumnezeu este inlocuitd cu iubirea de sine, iar
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calcularea egoista si interesul personal iau locul
urmaririi intentionate a binelui aproapelui, virtutile
manifestate devin virtuti idolatre, sau in termenii lui
Augustin, ,,vicii splendide”.

Analizand identitatea omului inteligent spiritual si
cea a omului evlavios crestin, lucrarea de fata a constatat
ca este posibil ca a fi ,,inteligent spiritual” sd presupuna,
de fapt, a detine un sine perfectionat, moral si etic, care
traieste in neprihanirea lui proprie, obtinuta prin fapte.
Acest fel de inteligentd spirituald se reduce la efortul
natural al omului firesc, sau psychikos, respectiv
moralis/civilis, a carui ,,evlavie fireascda” sta in directa
opozitie cu evlavia omului pneumatikos, omul
duhovnicesc ndscut din Dumnezeu, care umbla calauzit
de Duhul, cautand sa placa lui Dumnezeu si nu sinelui. O
viatd eusebeia caracterizatd de virtuti poate sa fie Intalnita
si printre laici, dar ea este o viatd imperfectd care In
absenta unui sistem presupozitional de valori, credinte si
practici iudeo-crestine, nu isi poate atinge potentialul
spiritual de asemanare cu Creatorul si nici bunastarea
holistd ontologicd la care aspird. O viatd eusebeia

caracterizatd de virtuti mai poate sd fie practicatd si de
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catre crestinii care nu umbla cdlduziti de Duhul si care, In
loc sda placd lui Dumnezeu, urmadresc interesele
egocentrice ale sinelui. Solutia rascumpardtoare atat
pentru omul virtuos laic, inteligent spiritual, cat si pentru
un crestin condus de firea sa egocentrica si pacdtoasa, este
pocainta.

Studiul de fatd scoate in evidentd si cateva
implicatii si sugestii pentru promotorii inteligentei
spirituale, pentru beneficiarii acestui concept si pentru
comunitdtile crestine.

a). Folosite pe post de instrumente statistice de
evaluare comparativa, testele de inteligenta spirituald pot
sa fie eficiente pentru identificarea diferentelor dintre
felurite traditii spirituale, Intrucat ele se rezuma Ila
fenomene strict vizibile si masurabile stiintific care pot,
cel mult, sa fie informate de teologie.

b). Ca si concept teoretic, desi promitator pentru
dezvoltarea si Implinirea personala, conceptul
inteligentei spirituale se dovedeste a fi inseldtor nereusind
sa Tmplineasca promisiunea atingerii fericirii finale,
deoarece bundstarea psihologica, eudamonia, este

nereprezentativa si insuficientd pentru obtinerea shalom-
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ului, a fericirii ultime, creionate de Dumnezeul iudeo-
crestin.

c). Aparatorii spatiului iudeo-crestin ar trebui sa-
si asume responsabilitatea definirii si comunicarii pozitiei
biblice, privind spiritul sincretist, intrupat in pozitia
inteligentei spirituale vis-a-vis de doctrinele de baza ale
credintei crestine, ie., primordialitatea si
superioritatea lui Hristos in raport cu toate filozofiile si
entitatile spirituale.

d). Acest studiu incurajeaza, de asemenea, crearea
unui instrument care sa ajute crestinul evanghelic sa isi
evalueze evlavia duhovniceasca, in vederea creionarii

unui plan personalizat de dezvoltare spirituala.
