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THE GNOSEOLOGICAL THEOLOGY IN
SAINT GREGORY PALAMAS’ THOUGHT

SUMMARY

The theological gnoseology of Saint Gregory Palamas is not
merely an aspect of his theological conception nor solely a concept of
the dogmatic theology of the Orthodox Church. Given the coexistence
of a systematic method (the double methodology) and the undeniable
truth upon which real and complete knowledge is founded,
referencing indubitable sources in Holy Scripture and the divine
wisdom of the Fathers, as well as personal experience in the path of
knowledge, we can speak of a way of theological discourse in Saint
Gregory's work that structures gnoseologically within the Church.

In the research | have conducted, | have sought to highlight the
specific nature of Palamite gnoseology as naturally part of the
doctrinal body of Orthodox theology. Beginning with an outline of the
mystical and spiritual profile of Saint Gregory Palamas and then
exploring his cultural and philosophical aspects to demonstrate the
significant impact these had on the Hesychast controversy, |
continued the study by identifying the gnoseological concepts in the
theology of this great Hesychast, as well as the methods he used to
develop a unified system. Special attention was given to the
distinctions present in Palamite work, which help to overcome
potential reductions and without which it is not possible to articulate a
coherent dogmatic study. Finally, | attempted to open a discussion on
the extent to which Saint Gregory Palamas's gnoseology can form a
premise for interdisciplinary dialogue.

In the first chapter, | analyzed the preliminaries of the Hesychast
controversy. The emergence of Saint Gregory Palamas as a
theological and spiritual authority at such a crucial moment in
theology is undoubtedly a fact of divine providence.
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By providing some biographical milestones, | managed to
historically contextualize the personality of the great Hesychast. His
background from particularly devout parents, along with the spiritual
lifestyle program that his entire family, starting with his father
Constantine Palamas (nicknamed "the saint"), adhered to, profoundly
influenced his nature in terms of spiritual determination. He was also
educated in secular sciences, which benefited him in his polemic with
his opponents. Spiritual guidance and unconditional obedience
ensured Saint Gregory's spiritual maturity, allowing him to engage in
polemics with Barlaam and other opponents from a position of well-
preparedness. | provided a historical account of the Hesychast
controversy, in which Saint Gregory was the main actor, culminating
In his canonization as a saint for the entire Orthodox Church. It was
also necessary to describe the theological and philosophical context of
the era to capture the prevailing lines of thought in the Byzantine
Empire and identify the sources and premises from which the
theological concepts of those involved in the polemic arose. Saint
Gregory's foundation was the spiritual school of the Fathers who
gained wisdom from the experience of union with God, whereas his
opponents' source was merely speculative theology based on
rationalist scholasticism.

After a brief classification of Saint Gregory's writings,
mentioning the main reason for each writing and summarizing the
fundamental idea, | proceeded to present the reception of his
personality, thought, and work in two sections, the East and the West,
with special emphasis on the contribution of Father Dumitru
Staniloae, who embraced the divine Father's theological creation, and
the existence of certain theological currents in the Roman Catholic
space, such as the nouvelle théologie, which proposed a revival of
theological thought by returning to patristic sources (resourcement). A
point of particular interest in the first chapter could be the emphasis
on the qualities that Saint Gregory possesses in relation to the patristic
tradition in which he naturally, devoutly, and responsibly positions
himself: originality, continuity, synthesis, and relevance.

In the second chapter, | focused on the development of
theological gnoseology as it is present in the works of Saint Gregory,
starting from the simplest cognitive elements and epistemological



definitions and reaching the depth and complexity of the relationships
in which the contents of cognoscibility are organically connected. |
began with the precise delineation that Saint Gregory makes between
natural and spiritual gifts, which Barlaam confused due to his
substantialist conception that conflated their understanding. Each gift
generates a certain type of life and constitutes a certain type of
knowledge. Saint Gregory declares the superiority of spiritual life and
knowledge over natural life and knowledge, especially regarding the
ultimate purpose of each. There is a difference between theopathy and
speculative theology. The certainty of these distinctions, so necessary
for the perfection of knowledge through the vision of God, can only
be obtained through the experience of a spiritual life.

A moment of tension and intensity in Saint Gregory's
controversy with Barlaam is the clash between Revelation as a source
of true knowledge for Palamas and philosophy as the source of
supreme knowledge for Barlaam. Far from totally excluding
philosophy from the process of knowledge, Saint Gregory establishes
a hierarchy through his attitude towards it: the primacy of Revelation
over the product of mere reason—philosophy. On several occasions,
Saint Gregory accuses Barlaam of forcing Revelation and distorting
the words of the Fathers from a philosophical approach.

By constantly referring to the sources of divine revelation—the
Holy Scripture and the patristic tradition—Saint Gregory establishes
the absolute importance of Revelation in the act of knowledge.
Provoked by Barlaam's boldness in considering philosophers as
important as the Apostles and Prophets, Saint Gregory, inspired by
the thoughts of the Holy Fathers: Basil the Great, Gregory of Nyssa,
and Gregory the Theologian, prescribes a status for philosophy:
barren wisdom. However, by following and living in the spirit of the
Fathers, he acknowledges the merit of providing a rich terminological
repertoire necessary for the expression and doctrinal precision of the
apophatic content of knowledge. This is Saint Gregory's warning
regarding the danger of confining the content of Revelation in a
strictly philosophical-rationalist manner or even diverting its
manifestation into a niche of irrelevance. In the relationship
established between Revelation and philosophy, Saint Gregory
proposes a Christocentric humanism in the sense that all human



achievements are recovered and redeemed in the singular work of
renewal and transfiguration accomplished by Christ, true God and
true man.

The state of man's deification is confirmed, or rather
accompanied, by the vision of God in light. This is the pinnacle of
knowledge for man. However, man embarks on this quest for
knowledge from created things. Natural revelation is very important
for Saint Gregory because this knowledge, founded on the discovery
of God through created things, indicates something higher: man's
need for God. In fact, God is the one who guides man through natural
knowledge. Theologizing about this knowledge, Saint Gregory,
relying on the teaching about the logoi of Saint Maximus the
Confessor, reveals the rationality of the created world through which
man perceives the mystery of God's presence. Natural knowledge,
even if it has the status of an indicator, must be used with great
discernment, as man needs to acknowledge a limit that always
testifies to the existence of higher knowledge, leading him to
perfection and avoiding a state of gnoseological relativism.

Recourse to experience in the process and definition of
knowledge is the distinctive note of Saint Gregory Palamas's
theology. His theology is empirical because it springs from the
experience of union with God, the only context where knowledge
cannot suffer any falsification due to the presence and impartation of
Truth, which is the divine Person. Saint Gregory adopts the custom of
the Fathers to verify the truth "only through experience." In Saint
Gregory's gnoseology, the experience certifying ultimate knowledge
Is possible only in the realism of the distinctions between essence and
essential energies, created and uncreated, and in a paradoxical
definition  of the  antinomies  cognoscible-incognoscible,
demonstrable-undemonstrable, shareable-unshareable. The experience
to which Saint Gregory resorts for the authenticity of knowledge is
man's deification.

Because Barlaam advocated for a purely speculative theology
based solely on intellectual-rationalist manifestation, denying any
participation of the body in divine life and knowledge, Saint Gregory
clearly defines the ascetic dimension of human nature for knowledge.
Saint Gregory advocated for the reunification of all human capacities



and potentials in the experience of knowledge, including the ascetic
purification of the body. As a primary argument, Saint Gregory
presents the perfect prototype in asceticism and knowledge: the
Savior Jesus Christ.

By juxtaposing Saint Gregory's empirical knowledge with
Barlaam's "external” wisdom, | tried to highlight the importance
Palamas places on asceticism as a real premise for knowledge. The
components of asceticism as present in Saint Gregory Palamas—
keeping the commandments, prayer, in which the body has a real
participation, etc.—actually describe the ascetic profile of Christ's
Church. Saint Gregory places special emphasis on the suffering
aspect, which establishes the connection between mind and body. As
a substantial anthropological premise in his gnoseology, Saint
Gregory uses the triadic structure of the mind—mind, word, spirit (the
influence of Blessed Augustine is evident here)—as an image of the
Holy Trinity: the Father (Mind), the Son (Word), and the Holy Spirit
(manifested love). However, all these clarifications come to prove
Saint Gregory's integrative vision of human nature participating in
knowledge through the experience of seeing God in uncreated light,
which Saint Gregory establishes as the foundation and intrinsic
requirement of any theological knowledge endeavor.

The vision of God, so necessary for authentic theology
(speaking with God means, at the highest level of knowledge, seeing
God), is scripturally founded (Transfiguration) and patristically
grounded (Church Fathers), but it is also highlighted through the
experience of those who are deified. Saint Gregory's gnoseology
foresees the ascent man must undertake from affirmative theology
through the apophatism of the supra-luminous darkness (Saint
Dionysius the Areopagite) to the positive experience of seeing the
uncreated light. In this analysis of seeing God in light, I followed the
role of the mind—which is the receptacle of divine light and its
functionality up to the moment of rapture and beyond where it itself
becomes light. | identified in various writings where Saint Gregory
defines divine light several attributes: it is an essential energy from
the divine essence and thus uncreated, it subsists in the divine
hypostasis, it is called divinity, it is a natural symbol of divinity, and
it manifests in the holiness of life. Although knowledge is directed



towards God—the Holy Trinity, He is the foundation of knowledge.
Saint Gregory's gnoseology is Christological because it centers on
Christ—the prototype of man's perfection and deification—and has
triadological implications because, in the knowing part, man is an
image of the Holy Trinity—the structure of supreme love.

In the third chapter of the work, the creative theological genius
of Saint Gregory Palamas was highlighted. By formulating dogmatic
distinctions and antinomies, for which he was accused but without
which theology deviates into various philosophical systematizations,
Saint Gregory surpasses the reductionisms based on self-sufficiency, a
static, blockage attitude into which Western theology has plunged.
Through a supple dynamism of theologizing, Saint Gregory ensures a
balanced vision of dogma, preventing the theological discourse from
hardening into philosophical language and from diluting into a pietist-
sentimental manner.

The distinction between essence and essential energies is the
formula that transcends scholastic substantialism. The certainty and
security that envelop the formulation of this distinction in Saint
Gregory's theologizing are given by the fact that he speaks from
within it. The experience of deification is what seals this distinction in
human language, not the forcing of philosophical terminology. Based
on the patristic tradition, Saint Gregory, by formulating this
distinction, simply conveys the difference between the knowable and
the unknowable in God. The distinction between essence, persons,
and energies is foundational for knowledge in the sense that the mode
of being of man must be structured on this awareness: knowable, yet
also unknowable. In the substantialist conception, God is isolated in
absolute transcendence, which does not allow for communication, the
impartation of Himself to the created. This conception contradicts the
entire patristic tradition which affirms that "those around His
essence," that is, the essential energies, are imparted to man and that
there is no nature—essence unmanifested.

Another reductionism surpassed by Saint Gregory's genius is
rationalism. Through the cataphatic-apophatic unity, human
knowledge transcends the tendency of fragmentation, assuming all
epistemological contents in an integrative dynamic where the
cataphatic is valued in the apophatic, and the apophatic is explicated
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through the cataphatic. Father Staniloae's vision, who faithfully
adopted Saint Gregory Palamas's thinking in his manner of
theologizing, is essential in understanding this unity. In his extensive
analysis of this connection, the discernment with which he unites the
two dimensions is evident: "the dynamism of knowing God and the
transparency of any concept about God." Saint Gregory's gnoseology,
which proposes the unity of the cataphatic and the apophatic, has
ontological roots. This unity has concreteness only in the horizon of
seeing God, which is superior to any other form of knowledge.
Awareness of this hierarchy is decisive. Only in this way can the
infinite character of knowing God by man be preserved. Reductionist
rationalism starts from man's cognitive possibilities. The tensioning of
the mind's springs is not sufficient, no matter how great its effort to
grasp the mystery of God's presence. The exclusive emphasis on this
direction leads to the failure of rationalism, which seeks to encompass
God only in an intellectual theology, only in rational concepts. A
distinctive note of Palamite theology is the ontological-personal
experiential dimension of knowledge. Palamas theologizes throughout
his work for the tradition of participation, for experiential knowledge,
for knowledge as life. In any debate, he resorts to experience, not just
any experience, but the experience of encountering God through
union. A union that is possible because at the center is the person who
mediates and centers the act of knowing. Varlaam erred precisely
here, because he bypassed through an exaggerated objectification the
participation of the person. Thus, abstractism is overcome, for which
God is only an empty image, and divine life is a utopia.

Recourse to the wisdom of the Fathers was vital for Palamas.
For here lay the richness of divinized life and the true authority from
which any argument derived its legitimacy. Thus, to a logical
argumentation by the dialectical method—preferred by Varlaam—
Palamas opposed the wuse of the apodictic method, which
demonstrated the truth of the statements through knowledge certified
by experience. Relativism, which emerged in the process of knowing
with the use of sophisms, is overcome by the assumptive reference to
the authority of those who have attained knowledge by sharing from
the Source of knowledge.
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In the last chapter, the Palamite paradigm is integrated into a
possible interdisciplinary research project. What chance of success
would a dialogue between theology and science have? Those who
view it with suspicion from a triumphalist stance will deny this
possibility. However, those who responsibly assume the possibility of
this collaboration (there are some initiatives in this regard) will need
to integrate into their effort several principles found in the dynamics
of Saint Gregory's gnoseology: the dual methodology of the Holy
Fathers applied to the two types of knowledge, theological and
scientific, well delineated and within each's competence; the
experiential character of theological knowledge corresponding with
scientific experiment; scientific knowledge is limited, even though it
Is always deepening, it remains within the created realm; scientific
knowledge should guide towards theological knowledge by adopting
an attitude of humility.

Researching the theological gnoseology of Saint Gregory
Palamas is an exercise in renewal, spiritualization, and responsibility.
Renewal, because dogmatic definitions derived from the experience
of union with the uncreated God provide the doctrinal manifestation
of theological teaching and enable it to emerge from a certain inertia
in which it has settled, by conforming to a response given only to
worldly wisdom. Spiritualization, because each word expressed bears
the imprint of the presence of the Holy Spirit. Responsibility, because
the theological thinking of Saint Gregory is a precious heritage by
virtue of which we can define ourselves dogmatically, ecclesially, and
liturgically orthodox, but it is also the key by which we can
understand and live the knowledge of God in a world characterized by
disinformation and relativism.
