Bont Mocan Lucrarea Carmen Cristi propune o analiza teologica si
contextuala a imnului hristologic din Filipeni 2:6-11, unul
dintre cele mai importante texte pauline pentru definirea
identitatii crestine. Intr-o epocd marcati de pluralism
ideologic, secularizare si tendinte neo-triumfaliste, studiul
evidentiazd relevanta acestur imn pentru Biserica de
astazi, ca fundament doctrinar si model de viata. Printr-o
abordare interdisciplinard — exegetica, teologica si
hermeneutica — cartea aratd cum paradigma domniei prin
umilinta reconfigureazd misiunea si marturia crestind in
spatiul public contemporan. Aceastd cercetare oferd un
cadru solid pentru redescoperirea autenticitatii slujirii, unitdtii comunitare si
implicarii responsabile a Bisericii in societate.

Carmen Cristi work offers a theological and contextual analysis of the
Christological hymn in Philippians 2:6—11, one of the most significant Pauline
texts for defining Christian identity. In an era marked by ideological pluralism,
secularization, and neo-triumphalist tendencies, the study underscores the
relevance of this hymn for the contemporary Church, both as doctrinal foundation
and as a model for Christian living. Through an interdisciplinary approach—
exegetical, theological, and hermeneutical—the book demonstrates how the
paradigm of lordship through humility reshapes Christian mission and witness in
the contemporary public sphere. This research provides a solid framework for
rediscovering the authenticity of service, the unity of the community, and the
responsible engagement of the Church within society.
