By
analyzing the discourse of the Romanian Pentecostal Church in official journals
and liturgical hymns, the research outlines three major dimensions of the
imaginary—transcendence, alterity, and teleology—and demonstrates how these
can ground an integrative, hospitable, and hope-oriented vision of public
theology. Thus, the book provides an innovative methodological framework for
understanding and valuing the role of the Church in contemporary society.
