Comentariul asupra 1 Samuel 9-15 este o resursa
valoroasa pentru teologi, pastori si toti cei interesati sa
aprofundeze dinamica relatiei dintre Dumnezeu si umanitate, atdt in plan
exegetic, cat si in cel teologic si eclesial. Volumul deschide perspective noi in
studierea Scripturii si se constituie intr-un punct de referinta pentru reflectia
asupra suveranitdtii divine in Biblie.

In this study, Andrei-Daniel Pop addresses a field still scarcely explored in
Romanian biblical theology: the tension between God’s saving sovereignty and
the responsibility of the human agent, marked by the limits and fragility of fallen
nature.

The
commentary on 1 Samuel 9—-15 provides a valuable resource for theologians,
pastors, and all those interested in deepening their grasp of the dynamics between
God and humanity, both exegetically and theologically, as well as ecclesially. The
volume opens new perspectives in the study of Scripture and constitutes a
reference point for reflection on divine sovereignty in the Bible.
