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Conceptul de economie de tranzitie se refera, in mod conceptual, la trecerea de la o economie planificata pe termen
mediu, aflatd sub controlul statului, la o economie de piata libera, in care liberalizarea ocupa pietele. Acest termen
a fost folosit Incd de la sfarsitul anilor 1980 pentru a desemna tarile din Asia Centrald, Europa de Est, tarile baltice
si tarile din Asia de Est. Economiile de tranzitie din Europa Centrala si de Est au fost definite ca fiind economiile
care adoptasera anterior sistemul socialist, dar au decis sa treaca de la sistemul economic centralizat la economia
de piatda dupa dizolvarea Uniunii Sovietice in 1991. Toate aceste tari au trecut prin numeroase schimbari
fundamentale, in special din punct de vedere economic. Cartea constda din 14 capitole, avand scopul de a explica
procesul de tranzitie al acestor tari din diferite perspective.

The transition economy conceptually refers to the transition from a medium-term planned economy, which is under
the control of the state, to a free market economy with liberalization occupying the markets. It has been used since
the end of 1980s in a way to cover Central Asia, Eastern Europe, Baltic and East Asian countries. Transition
economies in Central and Eastern Europe, which were defined as the economies that previously adopted the
socialist system but decided to transition from the central economic system to the market economy after the
dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991. All those countries have undergone many fundamental changes, especially
in terms of economy. That book consist of 14 chapters in order to explain the transition process of those countries
from different aspects.
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
