De la scolile ménastiresti la scolile teologice
a fost onorat cu prezenta unor nalti functionari UNESCO, precum
si a unor teologi si oameni de culturd din 12 tari: Franta, Italia,
Serbia, Ucraina, Republica Moldova, Bolivia, Mexic, Brazilia,
Ungaria, Cipru, Japonia, Bulgaria. De asemenea, au fost prezenti
istorici si teologi de la Universitatile din Romania: Bucuresti, Cluj,

Timisoara si Oradea si de la Institutul ,,George Barifiu” al Academiei Romane.
