Yosif Rivis- Tipei Lucrarea ,,The Problem of Evil’ ofera o analiza clard si
echilibratd a raului din perspectiva filosofico-teologica,
concentrandu-se pe viziunea crestind clasicd si pe
problematica teodiceei. Raul este interpretat ca absentd a
binelui si consecintd a libertdtii vointei, in traditia lui
Augustin si Grigore de Nyssa. Sunt discutate diferentele
dintre raul moral si cel natural, precum si limitele ratiunii in
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fata suferintei. Textul aduce in dialog gandirea anticad si
modernd, de la Platon la Kant. Stilul este didactic, dar profund, potrivit mediului
academic. Cartea prezentata serveste ca o introducere necesara in marile teme ale
eticii si metafizicii raului.

The work The Problem of Evil provides a clear and balanced analysis of evil
from a philosophical-theological perspective, focusing on the classical Christian
view and the issue of theodicy. Evil is interpreted as the absence of good and as
a consequence of the freedom of the will, in the tradition of Augustine and
Gregory of Nyssa. The discussion distinguishes between moral evil and natural
evil, while also acknowledging the limits of reason in the face of suffering. The
text brings ancient and modern thought into dialogue, from Plato to Kant. The
style is didactic yet profound, making it suitable for the academic context. This
book serves as a necessary introduction to the major themes of the ethics and
metaphysics of evil.
