This handbook is designed as an educational resource for students enrolled in the pedagogical
module or in art education programs, offering both theoretical and practical support in teaching
visual arts and the language of art. The manual does not aim to deepen the theoretical studies of
great artists such as Leonardo da Vinci, Kandinsky, or Itten, but rather to adapt and present their
ideas in an accessible manner for future teachers. The focus is on clearly organizing information
and aligning it with the needs of contemporary education. During the writing process, the author
faced challenges due to the lack of Romanian-language sources and the difficulty of translating
specialized terms. The visual materials used come from various sources: personal works, museum
photographs, student projects, and digital images, including some generated by artificial
intelligence. The author's experience—spanning more than two decades in both pre-university and
higher education—forms the basis for the proposed methods. The manual encourages the
development of a solid visual culture, deepening knowledge of visual language, and fostering
creativity. It emphasizes the importance of direct engagement with artworks and recommends
museum and exhibition visits as essential components of a future teacher’s cultural and
professional formation.
