A first, tentative step toward promoting Abba Joseph Hazzaya within

the Romanian-speaking theological space is represented by the present
edition, intended both to make him known and to raise awareness—among Romanian theologians
and readers of Philokalic writings—of this 8th-century Syriac-Oriental Philokalic author.
Ultimately, the writings of Abba Joseph Hazzaya stand as a profound testimony to the vision of
God, much like the writings of Saint Symeon the New Theologian or Saint Gregory Palamas in
the Byzantine tradition.
