Spre Tabor , lucrarea in patru volume a Sf. Pr. Mucenic Ilarion Felea,
opera sa de deplina maturitate teologica si pastorala, este o carte de ,,
deprinderi duhovnicesti, o carte in care se face psihologia vietii
. religioase urmata de pedagogia si metodica Indreptarii i imbunatatirii
omului. In paginile ei ni se spune tot ce ne ajuta la curatirea, luminarea
si desavarsirea sufletului, tot ce poate sa ne deschida poarta cerului si
usa raiului, tot ce poate sa ne daruiasca viata si fericirea cea vesnica”.
Conform prezentarii pe care autorul o face propriei sale opere,
Desavargsirea ,cuprinde mijloacele dumnezeiesti prin care se
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infaptuieste sfintirea si desdvarsirea sufletului. Tindnd seama ca
desavarsirea deplind este mai mult daruita decat dobandita, in acest
volum avem sa vedem si sd cunoastem ce este viata cu Dumnezeu,
adica Viata in Hristos si in Duhul Sfant, Duhul lui Dumnezeu in viata
omului, ce este Biserica, Sfanta Cuminecatura si Sfanta Liturghie prin care se mijloceste si se

impartaseste omului dumnezeiescul dar, viata cu Dumnezeu”.

Spre Tabor, the four-volume work of St. Priest and Martyr Ilarion Felea, stands as his masterpiece
of theological and pastoral maturity. It is a book of spiritual practices, a work in which the
psychology of religious life is followed by the pedagogy and method of human correction and
spiritual improvement. In its pages, we are taught all that helps us toward the purification,
enlightenment, and perfection of the soul—all that can open for us the gate of heaven and the door
of paradise, all that can grant us eternal life and everlasting happiness.

According to the author’s own presentation of his work, the volume entitled “Perfection”
(Desavarsirea) “includes the divine means through which the sanctification and perfection of the
soul are accomplished. Taking into account that complete perfection is more a gift than an
achievement, this volume reveals and helps us understand what life with God truly is—that is, Life
in Christ and in the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of God in human life, the meaning of the Church, of the
Holy Communion, and of the Divine Liturgy, through which the divine grace is mediated and
imparted to man, enabling him to live a life with God.”
